IMPORTANT CONCERT INFORMATION
Please read the following information CAREFULLY & SAVE for future reference.

We are so happy to have your dancer performing in the 2022 Annual Concert. All dancers are required to be at the Dress Rehearsal and the Concert for the entire time to ensure that the performance runs smoothly. This is an important part of their dance education and an important part to give you the best performance we can! 

COSTUMES 

Costumes will be at that theater ready for the dancer’s Dress Rehearsal and Performance. ALL classes will be allowed to take their costumes home AFTER THE PERFORMANCE ON SUNDAY. 
You MUST bring your child’s listed attire to the Dress Rehearsal and the Performance:
BALLET TECHNIQUE- pink footed tights & pink ballet shoes
JAZZ TECHNIQUE- black jazz shoes
MODERN TECHNIQUE- no attire items needed
TAP TECHNIQUE- black tap shoes
JMC, MCI, MCII- please bring same items as from Gala
COMPANY- any items needed for Caterina’s piece
MAKE UP & HAIR 
Hair must be neatly pulled back into a bun for all Ballet classes and a ponytail for all Modern classes, with no “whispies”. Teachers will tell parents about specific hairstyles if any are required. Make up is only required for Sunday’s performance. The dancers must come to the theatre with make-up already applied (lipstick, blush and eye shadow in soft colors) and hair done.  We suggest that you bring extra hair elastics, bobby pins, hair nets, hair spray just in case.

DRESS REHEARSAL ATTENDANCE and DISMISSAL
The Dress Rehearsal process is VERY important. We put all elements of the performance together at this time; lighting, costumes, spacing, choreography and music. We run as close to schedule as possible. We want the dancers to feel confident on stage during their dances and familiar with the backstage areas. Families are NOT allowed to watch the dress rehearsal unless they are assisting faculty or have permission from the Director. 
Attendance is MANDATORY and NO students may leave until Dismissal.

PERFORMANCE 
Dancers will be supervised by faculty and student Assistants backstage. At the end of the performance, you can pick your dancer up at the check-in desk in the lobby.
